"The Proper Use of Who and Whomò   

 It has become common to use òwhoó in almost all cases (with the exception of any time the word 

is preceded by a preposition, as in òfor whom are you looking?ó) the word òwhomó has a very for-

mal feel to speech; so as English evolves constantly, it is being dropped. However, that is not the 

case for the written word. I URGE writers to visit Purdue Universityõs  

òhttp://owl.english.purdue.edu/OWLó (Online Writing Lab) Website;  

OR http://owl.english.purdue.edu/ .  

Simply stated, You use òwhomó when the pronoun is occupying a position in the sentence that is 

in the objective case: (You hit whom?) Or òI should give whom the invitation? òWhoó is used in 

the subjective case such as (Who is there?) and the predicate nominative (This is how I came to be 

who I am  today!) You really need to know your parts of speech in order to know when to use who 

or whom.  Whew! That is why I use the cheating form and hope that Iõm correct 80% of the time. 

For those who werenõt at the last meeting, I was taught to rewrite the sentence to determine 

whether to use who or whom. An Example: I donõt know who/whom to ask for help. Rewrite: Iõm 

going to ask him/her for help. If the rewrite uses him or her, then use whom. If the rewrite uses 

he/she, then use who.  ð Morgan
